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Tech Tip: Roof Rack Hi-Lift Jack Mount

What follows is a description of my recently completed project to mount a Hi-LiftÉ jack to the ARBÉ half-rack on our Disco II. The 
information in this article may provide some inspiration to others for similar 

solutions with other products.

I had scoured the internet, catalogs and car top rack vendors for a suitable solution to 
this problem. The recommended and common sources did not have product in stock. 
I also found the prices to be in the $100 plus range for a set of brackets. It was at that 
point I decided I could devise something on my own.

During my search I had found that YakimaÉ offers these attachments. Their Hi-LiftÉ 
Jack Carrier (P/N 07077) is made to attach to their Warrior line of racks/baskets. The 
Warrior baskets have many vertical, tubular supports between the upper and lower 

horizontal tubes. The Yakima attachments in-

corporate clamps that attach to the upper horizon-
tal tube while also clamping a single vertical tube. 
These pieces became the basis of my project. 

The clamps on the YakimaÉ bracket are made to 
ýt the one inch tubing on their baskets. The clamp size was the critical element for my selection 
of this kit as they also ýt the upper tubing on the ARBÉ half rack. When attached to the ARBÉ 
rack, though, they will only clamp to the up-

per tube. The design provides no other support than to suspend the bracket from the 
upper tube of the rack. The challenge of this project was to support the bracket in 
a manner so as to prevent the bracket and mounted jack from swinging from these 
upper-only clamps.

In these images are the components of a single bracket. They consist of two plastic 
half shells that are bolted together to clamp to the horizontal tubing on the rack. 
To strengthen the clamp and support the weight of the jack there is a heavy gauge 
steel bracket that slips over the plastic shells. Together with a backing plate the steel 
pieces hold the plastic shells together. 

The remaining piece is a stand off that also provides a locking point. Absent from 
these pictures is the bolt that attaches the jack to the stand off. The design and materi-
als provide a very strong and sturdy attachment.

Only one of the two brackets has a stand off with a locking tab. The other bracket 
has only a standoff. The horizontal portion of the main steel support of each bracket 

acts as a shelf to set the 
jack when attaching and 
detaching it.  

This image shows an 
unmodiýed bracket 
installed on the ARBÉ 
half rack. The two plas-
tic halves of the clamp 
do not provide sufýcient 
grip to prevent a heavy 
jack from swinging from the upper tube. The bracket needs additional sup-
port. That solution turned out to be quite simple.
